   It is our honor to name our Fall Reunion Class for Ill. 
Brother Robert Gero 33°. With this distinction Bob 
joins many of his Masonic friends. As we look back at 
the previous years honorees, Bob and Barb were 
probably there when the others made their Masonic 
journey.  
   Ill. Robert Cloyd Gero 33° was born in McClure, PA. 
on November 9, 1932. His schools included Beaver 
Springs, PA; Louisville, OH; Air Force schools; and the 
FAA Academy in Oklahoma. Bob married his lovely 
wife, Barbara, on December 26, 1953. Their three 
children are Lynne Gero Kalio, Betty Gero Anderson, 
and Robert Gero, Jr. Ill. Brother Bob spent most of his 
working life working for the FAA and retired from 
there.  
   Ill. Bob was a member of Negaunee Lodge #202 and 
was made a Master Mason on July 29, 1969. He was 
Master of his Lodge in 1974, and Treasurer in 1985-

   Brothers, most of you are aware 
that our Valley has been in a tough 
financial situation for some time. 
Earlier this year we passed a 
$10.00 dues increase (from $50.00 
to $60.00) for our local treasury, 
effective for 2010 dues. We hope 
this will be enough for us to continue to operate our 
Valley. Rest assured that we have a very tight budget. 
We strive to see to it that nothing is spent unless 
absolutely necessary for the functioning of our Valley. 
Our local dues are not the only component of the billing 
you receive from us, however. You are also billed for 
the per capita assessments from the Supreme Council 
and the Michigan Council of Deliberation. The Supreme 
Council per capita was $8.50 per member in 2008 but it 
will increase each year until 2014 when it will be 
$27.00. This does not require us to raise our Valley dues 
each year but the per capita is added to your total 
billing. So although your total dues billing will increase, 
we still only get to keep the $60.00 Valley portion 
locally. 
As for the Supreme Council increases, this year there 
was a breakdown in communication somewhere. 
Exactly where it was is not important. What is important 
is this: the assessment increased to $12.00 per member 
for 2009. The problem is we only billed our members 
the same $8.50 it had been the year before. With more 
than 600 members that extra $3.50 per member adds up 
to over $2,100.00. So we had to pay $2,100.00 more 
than we collected. That unexpected expense hurt our 
already tight finances. We are unable to pay our bills 
until 2010 dues money starts coming in. 
Your 2010 dues billings will be a total of $76.60. This 
breaks down to Valley dues of $60.00, $15.00 Supreme 
Council per capita and $1.60 Michigan Council of 
Deliberation per capita. 
There are two ways you can help us out financially. 
First, if you could pay your 2010 dues as soon as 
possible, it would really help us out. You don’t even 
have to wait for your dues billing. We will make sure 
your account is credited with your payment. 
Second, if you could afford to send us $80.00 instead of
